It was Coca-Cola who told us in the 70s that 'they'd like to buy the world a Coke' and British Airways who announced in the 80s that they were 'the world's favourite airline'. Their universally recognized TV and cinema advertisements invented the global advertising genre and the agencies who created their award-winning commercials are today widely regarded as the best in the business.

So what is it that makes global advertising so compelling and memorable? The answer to that lies partly in reducing the message to an absolute minimum. The global commercial gets its message across in a few words, with great impact and an emotional intensity which belongs to the universal languages of pictures and music.

The beauty; of a good global ad is that it can be used to great effect over a period of many years and still seem fresh. Global image making, however, is a lengthy and costly business. Bringing together the best creative talent in the advertising industry usually ends up costing the earth. Though the world is getting smaller by the day, few companies, even multinationals, have true global status and since most 'mass-marketed' products actually sell to fewer than five percent of the masses, it doesn't always pay to think big.
